Recent surveys:

1. Michael Van Clef, Invasives expert, Friends of Hopewell Valley Open Space (FoHVOS) Stewardship Director, and CJISST director, and volunteers: brief survey without formal list, early Spring 2009.  Recommendation: restoring the field to a native grasslands habitat. 
2. Rachel Mackow, CJISST, and volunteers: snapshot surveys of invasive and native species on both the field and Bulls Island in summer 2009. [Field, upstream two thirds: 8/3/09; lower third and Bulls Island Natural Area and flooded shoreline areas 9/16/09 (Excel lists available).  Recommendation: if Japanese Hops could be included in the projected Bulls Island Knotweed control project,  the few other invasive (established and emerging) species could be pulled by hand by volunteers or be allowed to stay, hopefully be crowded out by native species, and watched carefully. 
3. Eric Schrading, NJ Office, National Fish and Wildlife Service, and volunteers: Bulls Island for Knotweed. Recommendation: about 5 acres in as many different plots need decisive attention. Schrading also concurred with Van Clef recommendation for the Field.
4. Bowman’s Hill Wildflower Preserve will make comprehensive surveys of native plants on both The Field and Bulls Island in 2010, under a grant from Franklin Parker Grants, using the Plant Stewardship Index.
