Dear Wild and Scenic Management Chairs:

The Martins-Jacoby Watershed Association, a nonprofit 501 c (3) organization, is currently preparing a package of projects in Northampton County, Pennsylvania, and in Warren County, New Jersey, that will have a positive impact on the Lower Delaware River and a number of its tributaries in that area. The enclosed proposal provides details about nine projects planned for 2010, with a total cost of $191,750. The Martins-Jacoby Watershed Association is seeking a block grant from Wild and Scenic River appropriations in the amount of $78,375, which would cover approximately 41 percent of this cost. Local municipalities, other government agencies, and private partners such as PPL Energy are expected to provide the balance of funding needed to complete these projects.

The Martins-Jacoby Watershed Association has a history of successful collaborations with a variety of public and private partners, and has completed numerous projects related to watershed management and protection. Each of the projects in our application fulfills one or more of the criteria outlined in the Lower Delaware Wild and Scenic Management Plan; these projects also fall into two, and in some cases all three, of the areas that the National Park Service has asked Wild and Scenic to concentrate on funding with grants: Clear River Water, Education, and Land Preservation.

The Martins-Jacoby Watershed Association and its partners are prepared to make a detailed presentation on the benefits and cost of each of these projects before the Wild and Scenic Management Committee at any time. We look forward to working together to accomplish our mutual goal of protecting the many environmental resources of the Lower Delaware River.
